How does the program work? 

The Caregiver Support Grandparent Program 

assists an older adult caring for a grandchild, 

niece or nephew in their own home when the 

parents are unavailable . The goal is to ease 

the burden an older adult may have when 

raising a family member’s child.   

 

BCOA recognizes the value of family or kinship 

care-givers and the need for supportive ser-

vices tailored to the complex needs that come 

out of these situations.  BCOA wants to sup-

port those individuals who assume this role 

by enriching the resources and environment 

so the child can continue to remain in the 

grandparent’s home.  A Care Manager will 

collaborate with the older adult, 55 years and  

older, to create an  

individualized care plan 

to identify and meet 

these multifaceted 

needs for both the 

caregivers and the chil-

dren.
